 Welcome to Crain’s Creek Middle School Chorus!  As members of my Chorus class, students will be exploring the art of vocal music.  Previous experience in “Chorus” is not necessary, only a positive attitude and a joy of singing.  Please note the following:

COURSE DESCRIPTION
Chorus students will focus on unison, and 2-part singing as well as music theory. Students will sing music from a variety of genres and historical periods relating to their Social Studies curriculum.  Literacy will also be an important part of our music studies.

PERFORMANCES
Our concerts will be the result of student learning. It is extremely important that students attend each and every concert!  Such events will represent the hard work and learning that has been present throughout the preparation of the performance. It is known in sports that the team is only as good as the hard work and presence of each player to be successful at each game. The same is true as a member of a choral group! Early calendar planning can help create a balance between the many activities that students are involved in throughout the school year.  

CALENDAR
You will receive a calendar with choral activities soon. So, please plan ahead now! Participation in these events will be considered as an academic grade for the nine week period. Our main concerts are held in December and April/May, as well as a musical in the spring. 

CONCERT DRESS
Chorus shirts and khaki pants will be our formal attire.  Information for ordering shirts will be distributed soon. Arrangements for payment may be discussed as needed.

MATERIALS
Students are asked to donate a package of pencils for us to use throughout the year. Boxes of tissues would also be appreciated, but not required.
